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Study on the patterns of Miao’s costumes in Shidong Guizhou

Abstract: As the birthplace of Miao’s culture in Guizhou Shidong’s costume culture is special with
unique patterns. Based on the field research and analysis of a large number of local costumes after the
patterns classification it can be found that the patterns mainly appeared on female suits brocade waist
and silvers combined with animals peoples plants geometric and religions. It also found that
according to the organizational form the patterns can be grouped into individual patterns continuous and
suitable patterns. The techniques used to form patterns including local endemic split line stitch and Miao”
s barbola stitch chain stitch. Patterns on Shidong Miao”s costumes expressed not only local people”s
highly unified costume art combining technology with art but also embodies its unique decoration style
through coordination of different patterns showing its perfect performance as second decoration and deep
historical background.
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
